UPDATE: An up-

close inspection of 

the façade reveals 

that the cause of 

the issue is almost 

certainly weather 

related. Over 

many winters 

water has got in, 

frozen, and 

cracked the 

concrete and 

literally lifted the 

top part. The 

pinnacle holding 

the cross and the tower tops either side are 

completely shot (see pic) and will almost certainly 

have to be taken away and replaced with new 

work. A stone mason will be looking in to the 

possibilities in the near future. Hopefully the rest 

of the façade will be braced back into position at 

some point. The parish is having to pay invoices 

as they come in (about £4,000 so far) so we must 

hope that the insurance company will be kind to 

us when we eventually make a claim. 

GIVING BY CARD: Our new card machine is 

now in place. It is really simple to use: just 

press the amount you’d like to give and tap 

your card. Please don’t worry about GiftAid at 

the moment because that will require entering 

all your details. Perhaps do that mid-week 

when there is no queue. All parishes who have 

this system report that it pays for itself in the 

first month, so we can’t lose and have 

everything to gain. We get lots of casual 

visitors during the week while the church is 

open. Now they have an opportunity to 

contribute to the running of the parish and 

our stunning little church.
